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Notebook Guideline Sheet
The Notebook is a great organizational, motivational, and study tool.  It is worth approximately 10% of your grade, so it is worth your time and effort.  The following are some of the items, which will be included in your notebook:

World Atlas Section: The first section of your notebook will be the Atlas section.  All maps that we complete will be glued into this section of your notebook once it has been graded and returned to you.  

Bellringer(Left): Mapping activities, questions of the day, opinions and reactions to statements that will preview what you are about to learn.

Process (Left): Often used as a homework assignment to try to get you to understand new ideas by expressing them in your own words or drawings.  Returned coursework.
Notes (Right):  As you take class notes, be sure to highlight, indent, and use color to accent key ideas and headings.  I strongly recommend using Cornell style notes!
Title Pages:  These will separate units of instruction.

Word Walls:  These will help to increase vocabulary on each unit.
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
